Financial Assistance
and Charity Care

Vice President and CFO Mike Tretina reports
Mary Greeley Medical Center has continued to
provide a record amount of financial assistance
during fiscal year 2008-2009.

At Mary Greeley Medical Center, all patients,
regardless of their ability to pay, receive the same
high-quality care. Each year, the medical center
board of trustees sets aside a special assistance fund
to help those who need assistance in paying their
health care bills. Additionally, those who are
afflicted by a catastrophic health event may be
eligible for assistance based on the amount of their
medical center bills and their income level.

The Mary Greeley Medical Center Financial
Assistance Program offers financial assistance on a
sliding fee scale for those earning up to 350
percent of poverty guidelines. We care about the
communities we serve, and we want everyone to be
treated with specialized care and a personal touch.
